EWWW 5 2097 Back to the Ching Dynasty reviews the 10 years since the 

handover of Hong Kong; EWWW 6 Rainbow Judge Pao scrutinizes the law 

constitution dilemma between Hong Kong and China; EWWW 7 Hong Kong Civil 

Servant Death Note put the Hong Kong civil service system under the 

microscope; EWWW 8 West Kowloon Dragon Ball brings to light the latest 

developments of West Kowloon Cultural District; and the most recent episode 

Sap Tai Kau Koon overlooks the major events of Hong Kong bureaucracy. All in 

all, the series have stages over a hundred performances, drawing an audience 

of more than 70,000. Over the years, “East Wing West Wing” has grown into a 

civic education theatre series in Hong Kong style, prompting the local audience 

to laughters while think about what is politics and discuss the current political 

culture and the way forward.
